4-H is the youth component of the UConn Cooperative Extension System. Cooperative Extension is located at every land-grant university in the
United Sated. 4-H is an educational organization. If today, you and your dog are first-t i mer s or “newbi e’ s pl ease |
is a day about learning and having fun. Feel free to ask questions! Check out the AKC website for more information.

Match classes- What is a match? A match is an informal event at which exhibitors and their dogs gain experience. Neither Championship points nor
credit toward an Agility, Rally, Obedience, or Tracking title are awarded. The K9 Festival is a non-sanctioned AKC match. This means that
although we are following their rules and that of the CT 4-H dog program, we have not registered this event with the AKC.

What should | wear? For safety, handlers should wear closed toe shoes. There is no formal attire, but you should dress appropriately for the events.
This includes, but not limited to: no bare midriffs, skirts or shorts should be of appropriate length (up to 3 inches above knee), and no overly revealing
clothing.

What should my dog wear? For both Obedience classes, Rally Classes, and Rally Clinic, all dogs must wear a properly fitted collar. Acceptable
obedience collars include well-fitting plain buckle or quick release collars, or slip collars (choke, training) of an appropriate single length of leather,

fabric, or chain with two rings, one at each end, or properly fitted martingale (limited slip) collars. No special training collars, such as electronic

collars, prong collars, spiked collars, or harnesses are allowed. Head halters are not acceptable. Not hi ng may be hanging fro

In Obedience and Rally classes, the leash must be made of fabric or leather and need only be long enough to provide adequate slack during the Heel
on Leash exercise. In sub-novice and pre-sub novice classes, leashes should be six feet long. Chain leashes, prong collars, spiked collars, electric
collars, and harnesses are not acceptable in the show ring. Head halters are not acceptable.

Agility Clinic

In the Agility Clinic, all dogs must wear a properly fitted collar. Acceptable collars include well-fitting plain buckle, quick release collars, or

properly fitted martingale (limited slip) collars. No special training collars, such as electronic collars, slip collars; prong collars, spiked collars, or

What to Bring: All Festival participants must bring their own dog food, water and treats. It is the responsibility of each participant to pick up after
their dog. Additionally, it is recommended that you bring:

Dog dishes, Obedience leashes, A folding chair, Sunscreen and bug spray, Tarp for under crate (optional), Clean up bags, Crate, Grooming supplies,
Water for your dog, (Although water for your dog is available, some dogs drink better with water from home.)

GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS

ALL ENTRIES with payment and proper health forms are due BEFORE 5pm, June 25, 2010. Match classes are $10/class; $5/class for
enrolled 4-Hers. Clinics are $15/clinic; $5/clinic for enrolled 4-Hers. Canine Good Citizen testing is $20. Fun classes are $5/class or as many as
you want for $24. Cutest Photo is $5/entry. Checks should be made out to Fairfield County 4-H. Registration forms and checks should be
mailed to K9 Festival, 67 Stony Hill Road, Bethel, CT 06810

Proper health papers are required and need to be available when animals arrive at the grounds. All MUST be vaccinated against Rabies and all
participants must provide proof of vaccination. Dogs should also be vaccinated against Parvovirus and Distemper. It is highly recommended that
dogs also be vaccinated against Hepatitis, Leptospirosis, Coronavirus, Parainfluenza, and Kennel Cough.

Several activities are happening today. Please pay close attention to the rules and regulations of the individual activities you are interested in.
This event is held outdoors rain or shine.

The goals of the K-9 Festival are to promote responsible dog ownership through fun, education and training.

The rules, regulations, and requirements presented supersede any other state orders, regulations, or other printed materials. Statements made
within this book are considered to be the legal contract.

Every animal entered for competition shall be under the control of the Fairfield County 4-H K-9 Festival Show Committee, but the
UConn/CES/4-H will in no way be responsible for damage that may occur and it shall be a condition of entry that each exhibitor shall
hold the CES/4-H and the Festival Committee blameless for any loss/accident that may occur.

Exhibitors are responsible for their animals including any damage occurring to the animal or by the animal while on the grounds. The
show management assumes no responsibility for loss or damage to animals, or injury to persons.

Competition is open to all junior (under 18 years) and senior handlers and their mixed breed or pure bred dogs.

Dogs must be leashed or crated at all times. Exhibitors must have the appropriate size crate for an individual dog and the animal needs to be
properly crate trained.

Dogs showing undo amounts of stress, (i.e. aggression, excessive barking, or health-related problems) must be removed from the grounds.

Dogs showing any aggression towards people or other dogs will be asked to leave the grounds.

RALLY CLINIC

Sponsored by Mt Pleasant Hospital for Animals Newtown,
A rally course includes 10 to 20 stations, depending on the level. Teams receive a score at each station depending on how they perform. The dog
and handler proceed at their own pace. Each of these stations has a sign providing instructions regarding the next skill that is to be
performed. Unlimited communication from the handler to the dog is to be encouraged and not penalized. This clinic will introduce participants to
the sport of Rally Obedience, teaching the signs for several stations. At the end of the clinic, participants will do a Rally course with their dog.

In agility, a dog follows cues from the handler through a timed obstacle course of jumps, tunnels, weave poles and other objec t s . It s a

strengthens the bond between dog and handler and provides fun and exercise for both. Agility obstacles may include climbing an A frames, jumping
through hoops, running through tunnels and pausing on command.

Obedience classes encourage basic good behavior in dogs. Obedience competitions test a dog’s abilit
Teams start with a score of 200 and the dog and handler team is awarded a qualifying score (in AKC sanctioned events) if it retains at least 170
points after the course has been completed.

OBEDIENCE CLASSES OFFERED

Pre sub-novice- done on lead — Only for youth who are 18 and under and who have never shown

RALLY MATCH CLASSES
START TIME- 9:00am

Rally is a sport in which the dog and handler complete a course that has been designed by the rally judge. The judge tells the handler to begin, and
the dog and handler proceed at their own pace through a course of designated stations (10 - 12). Each of the stations has a sign providing instructions
regarding the skill that is to be performed. Scoring is not as rigorous as traditional obedience. Unlimited communication from the handler to the dog
IS to be encouraged and not penalized.

All dogs and handlers begin with a perfect 100. A dog and handler team is awarded a qualifying score (in AKC sanctioned events) if it retains at least
70 points after the course has been completed.

Novice B: An experienced handler and an inexperienced dog.
